Employment History





In one year with EurekaStep I gained invaluable experience first as a creative designer and as a web builder because I was fortunate to be at the fore-front of 80% of the projects we had on. 


As a creative I was tasked with birthing ideas, visual research, storyboarding, creation and production for brands and companies. My initial task which ran through the whole year simultaneously with other projects was to rebrand the EurekaStep online presence. I must say this was the most arduous project because it was internal and so the team always put it on the back burner.  


To build on my multimedia skills I also took on a lot of web design and interactive technology projects which increased my practical knowledge with content management systems, accessibility and usability for websites and even networking solutions like SharePoint.  


The company was relatively small and this allowed me take on the role of project manager and account manager for some of the clients. I had to sit face to face with clients breaking down briefs, presenting ideas and designs and even assisting on the client’s staff training sessions.


On the whole it served as all round experience with multimedia and I have live and finished projects to show for it. 


�I joined the A.C.S design team voluntarily to build my design and advertising skills. Teamwork ethics were paramount to our success and thus I became a good team worker. As part of the team I would design flyers, posters and screen adverts for upcoming shows and general publicity. 


We had a big task of embedding the ACS in the minds of the university students and I came up with brand colours to help with recognition. We made sure everything we designed was branded these colours and the increase in event turnouts showed an increase in ACS recognition. 


��I am a very meticulous person and this helped in my role as a processing coordinator. As part of a team we had the task of receiving, registering and collating exams papers for all the major UK exams.


We had to quality check our work and communicate well within teams to keep quality up and process work faster as student’s success partly depended on this. 


��I took on a 4 month placement with this subdivision of Ogilvy and Mather just before commencing University. I did it because I wanted to get fuel my desire for graphic design. Aside from making the odd cup of tea I sat in on design meetings, storyboarded and assisted on the designs and production of TV and billboard advertisements.


I learnt a lot about working in teams, the process of design from talking with the clients visualizing their ideas and bringing them to life.

�I once was asked to present a 3 minute link for a screen show. I threw myself into everything from learning my lines to helping the TV crew with my little Audio and Video recording skills from university. 


 I was awarded with the presenter role for a whole year and have interviewed, travelled and reported on a variety of topics. I also learnt to fumble lines but pick myself up with style. 


�While customer service should come with the territory in any customer oriented business, I had a 2 week training period learning how to deal with a variety of customers in different real life situations. Patience, tolerance and fairness are my watch words when it comes to dealing with customers. 


The Extra mile: once I helped a lady in a wheelchair reach a product on a top shelf. As simple as this might sound no one else was going to help simply because they were not asked. She said she was just going to leave the product but because I took note of her when she came in and helped she was more than satisfied.
